Lions Clubs International 
Foundation (LCIF) is the official 
charitable organization of Lions 
Clubs International.
Founded in 1968, LCIF has been 
recognized as the world wide leader 
in humanitarian service.

How is LCIF funded?
LCIF is funded by the generous 
contributions of Lions around the 
world.  It also receives donations from 
private foundations. 

One hundred percent of every dollar 
donated to LCIF is applied to fund an 
LCIF project.  All administrative 
costs are paid for through interest 
earned on the investment of the funds. 

How does LCIF use 
the funds raised?
LCIF provides grants to support five 
distinct areas of service in Lions-led 
projects.  The Foundation’s primary 
philanthropic objectives are:

Preserve Sight
Combating Disability
Promoting Health
Serving Youth
Providing Disaster Relief

Who runs LCIF?
LCIF is run by the Executive Committee consisting of the Immediate 
Past International President as Chairman, the International President, 
International 1st and 2nd Vice Presidents, four International Directors 
and two Board Appointees.

Why LCIF?
LCIF grants are used to aid over 1.3 
million Lions world-wide in 
humanitarian efforts too large for 
individual clubs or districts to fund 
alone.  The mission of humanitarian 
service is at the core of Lions Clubs 
International and Lions around the 
world are united in a common them, 
“WE SERVE”.  The Foundation’s 
goal of “Lions helping Lions” furthers 
this ideal.

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Haiti Earthquake

A 7.0 earthquake devastated Haiti 
on Tuesday, January 12, with 
continuing aftershocks. Lions 
around the world are responding 
generously and quickly to the LCIF 
designated fund for this disaster.

Lions Hope for Haiti has mobilized 
nearly US$2 million to date. Lions 
Hope for Haiti is Lions and LCIF 
working together to provide relief 
and hope for the people of Haiti. 
Donations are continuing to pour in 
from individuals, clubs and districts. 
LCIF is working directly with Lions of 
Haiti as well as Lions in neighboring 
countries to assess the immediate 
needs and also develop a long-term 
reconstruction plan. Two containers 
of relief supplies have been 
transported by Dominican Republic 
Lions to Haitian Lions and Leos, and 
supplies were distributed to an 

orphanage and hospital and the tent 
cities. 

Two hundred tents have set up for 
victims and relief workers to 
establish three Lions tent cities in 
Delmas, Blanchard and Carrefour-
Feuille.! Each tent city can 
accommodate 300 families or 1,200 
people.

In support of the Haiti Relief effort, 
the Lions of District 19A have 
opened their hearts and wallets and  
contributed more than C$18,000 to 
LCIF, OUR Foundation!
